
 

CAMPUS VISITS 

A campus visit is the best way to gain a realistic impression of 

the Vanderbilt MBA program. During your pre-arranged visit, 

you will attend class and have lunch with a current student, 

interview with an admissions officer, and attend an

information session with our career management staff. 

Although we welcome you at any time during normal 

business hours, organized campus visits are offered Monday 

through Thursday while classes are in session. We do not 

schedule organized visits during the first week of classes, final 

exam periods, or semester breaks. A typical visit lasts from

9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m., but may start earlier or end later. 

Please request your visit at least two weeks in advance.

DIRECTIONS TO OWEN 

From the airport, follow signs for Interstate 40 West toward 

Nashville for about six miles to Exit 209A (Broadway

left on Broadway, crossing over the interstate. At the second 

light, take the right fork in the road (West End Avenue), and 

then turn left onto 21st Avenue. Owen is the orange

building on the right at the intersection of 21st and Grand 

Avenues. Go straight through that intersection to the next 

light and turn left onto Scarritt Place. Public parking is 

available for about $8 per day in Wesley Place Garage, just 

across the street from Owen. Spaces 52-170 are available for 

visitor parking.  Note the number of your space when you 

park because you will need to put cash in the appropriate s

on the East wall of the garage.
